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Abstract

This critical approach entitled “The formation of narrative structures and their
phraseology: Semiological study in Law’at Al Ghawiyah (The Seductress Anguish) novel by
AbdoKhal”, sought to search into the formations of the narrative discourse, as this study
starts to trace the structureson which the narrative spoken is based. Any study goes on
analyzing such discourse where the factual and virtual component is engaged with the
historical one throughout a demonstration of two times: (past and present), following the

cinematic approach to decode the textual implications.

The elements of the research were distributed under the following themes: first, the events
structure; whichaccelerate in accordance with the relationships that seek to establish
consistency among each other to present certain functions in the spoken discourse.The
description structure i.e. description of characters; as it refers tothe events occur and vary
between a developing andstaticcharacters, that are being told by the characters. The
description of places; meaning that places come together to create the geographical
atmosphere for the narrative text, giving the place special features andacquiring importance
on different levels.The structure of narration and its forms; namely, the way a story is
narrated through effects, some of them associated with the narrator and the audience, and
some associated with the elements of the narrated events themselves. The structure of the
dialogue and its types; considering it the core to which the idea of the story and its deepest
implications is centralized. In addition to The structure of temporal space; which is
distributed between two temporal spaces within the novel, one is the time of the story

which requires the logical sequence of events i.e.the sequential narration of the events,and



the time of narration which occurs when some narrators recall events associated with topics

that have already taken place, regardless of the logical sequence of the events.
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
